Workshop 1: Penerapan unsure-unsur drama dan pementasan ke dalama pengajaran
Bahasa Melayu oleh Cik Oniatta Effendi
This 3-hour workshop looks at drama conventions and strategies which can be used in the
teaching of the Malay Language. The workshop will take participants through an actual lesson
plan that incorporates these conventions, following which participants get a chance to work on
planning a lesson that employs some of the drama conventions and strategies introduced during
the workshop.

Workshop 3: Integrating Drama as Pedagogy into Chinese Language Teaching by
Dr Chou Shiao-yuh
This workshop introduces participants to a range of drama techniques as well as demonstrates the
effective application of these techniques in teaching Chinese Language. After participants
experiencing for themselves the sense of engagement that drama pedagogy offers learners, a
dialogue session is offered to develop their understanding and criticality of applying drama as
pedagogy in classroom practice.

Workshop 4: Playwriting for Teachers by Mr Haresh Sharma
This practical and effective 3-hour workshop led by acclaimed playwright Mr Haresh Sharma is
an introduction to the basics of playwriting.

1. how to start writing a play; 2. development of character and narrative and 3. elements of
playwriting - dialogue, conflict, language and structure.
The workshop will also include practical writing exercises, improvisations and a question and
answer session.
